‘Requlation (EU) 2023/956 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 10 May 2023
establishing a carbon border adjustment mechanism’

The new Carbon Border Adjustment Mechanism (CBAM) imposes a price on carbon dioxide
emissions used in the production of certain categories of products imported into the EU from
countries where carbon is either not taxed or taxed disproportionately compared to the
prevailing conditions within the EU. These obligations are expected to be implemented by
October 1%, 2023, and until the end of 2025, and during this period, businesses will be required
to submit reports only.

The scope of the Mechanism will cover the following products:

a) Iron and steel,
b) Cement,

¢) Aluminum,

d) Fertilizers,

e) Electricity, and
f) Hydrogen.
