We would like to inform you that the Department of Electromechanical Services of the
Ministry of Transport, Communications, and Works has announced the commencement
of a Public Consultation for Phase B of the " Electromobility with 1000" Grant Scheme.

The primary goal of this scheme is to promote electric mobility through the
development of an extensive network of electric vehicle charging points. Incentives
provided by the scheme take the form of financial grants (direct subsidies) with the
aim of installing at least 1,000 publicly accessible electric vehicle charging points.

Phase B Features:

1. Increased budget with a total amount of two million five hundred thousand
euros (€2,500,000).

Grant regime based on the General Block Exemption Regulation (GBER).

New grant intensity rates as defined in GBER apply.

New maximum grant amounts are in effect.

Possibility to install more charging points per applicant compared to Phase A.
Applicants from Phase A have the option to submit an application in Phase B.
There is no retroactive effect for completed interventions. Interested parties are
required to submit their applications before the commencement of work for the
project in accordance with GBER.
