Based on the provisions of the relevant Memorandum, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs is
offering for the Academic Year 2024-25 to Cypriot citizens, one (1) scholarship to study at
the Bruges Campus amounting to twenty-nine thousand euros (€29,000), or one (1)
scholarship to study at the Natolin Campus amounting to twenty-seven thousand euros
(€27,000). The scholarship covers tuition fees and accommaodation.

Interested applicants, must complete and submit their applications via the website of the College.

The deadline for submission of applications is the 16" January 2024.
