Dear Members,

The European Commission is reviewing the guidelines of Council Regulation (EC) No.
139/2004 on the control of concentrations between undertakings, concerning the
assessment of both horizontal and non-horizontal mergers, with the aim of adapting
them to the new market reality: digitalisation, green transition, geopolitical
developments, as well as the need for resilience and innovation.

What are “concentrations” and why do they matter to businesses?

Concentrations are mergers or acquisitions between companies. When two or more
companies merge or when one acquires another, this can affect competition in the
market. The European Commission reviews these transactions to ensure that
monopolies or unfair competition do not arise.

This concerns all businesses because:
» Mergers of large companies can change market conditions, affecting prices, and
access to customers or suppliers.
» Businesses planning strategic partnerships or expansions need a clear and
predictable framework.
» The rules that will be shaped affect the day-to-day operations and prospects of
every business.

Why is it important for Cypriot businesses to participate?

The Cypriot market has its own specific characteristics: small size, openness,
dependence on European developments, and a significant presence in sectors such as
services, technology, tourism, and innovation.

The participation of Cypriot businesses in the consultation is important because:
« They can express the needs and challenges they face in practice.
o They have the opportunity to influence the rules so that they are fairer
and more applicable to smaller markets.
o They contribute to shaping a framework that strengthens competitiveness,
innovation, and growth across the EU.

The consultation is open to everyone and will run until 3 September 2025. You can
submit your views in any of the EU’s official languages, via the official platform of the
European Union:
