Re: Public Consultation of the European Commission on the First Review of
the Digital Markets Act (DMA) Regulation

The European Commission is conducting a public consultation for the first review of
the Digital Markets Act (DMA) Regulation, in accordance with the obligation provided
for in Article 53 of the Regulation. The objective is to collect opinions and documented
evidence on the effectiveness of the DMA in achieving fair and competitive digital
markets.

The Commission will use stakeholder comments, along with other data, to prepare an
evaluation report and consider any necessary adjustments or measures.

What is the Digital Markets Act (DMA)

The Digital Markets Act (DMA) is a European Union regulation that aims to make
digital markets fairer and more competitive within the EU. It primarily targets large
online platforms, referred to as gatekeepers, which possess significant market
influence and can restrict competition or impose conditions that harm business users
and consumers.

The regulation outlines specific obligations and prohibitions for these gatekeepers.
The goal is to create more open, transparent, and competitive digital markets, making
it easier for smaller businesses and innovative services to enter and grow.

Among other things, the DMA includes provisions to:
« Identify gatekeepers and define their obligations.
» Enforce rules for interoperability and data access.
« Ensure fair terms for business users and protect end-users.

« Regularly review and evaluate its effectiveness (in accordance with Article 53
of the regulation).

The DMA is a key tool for the European Commission in regulating digital markets,
contributing to the development of a fair and sustainable digital ecosystem in the EU.
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Who can participate

The consultation is open to all citizens, businesses, and organisations, with a particular
focus on:

» Business users of digital platform services (gatekeepers), especially Small and
Medium-sized Enterprises (SMESs).

o End-users of these services.

» Associations and organisations representing the above groups.

Axes of Evaluation
The Commission is seeking feedback and evidence on the following points:

o Whether the aims of the DMA of ensuring fair and contestable markets have
been achieved.

« The impact of the DMA on business users (especially SMEs) and end-users.

o Whether the scope of interoperability obligation (Article 7 DMA) may be
extended to online social networking services as well.

o Whether it is required to modify rules, such as:
o The list of core platform services.
o The obligations laid down in Articles 5, 6, and 7 of the DMA.

o The enforcement mechanisms.

Participation Process and Timeline

at 23:59 CEST.

Responses to the consultation, along with the organization's name and the type of
participant, will be published on the European Commission's website. Exceptionally,
respondents may provide an anonymized version for publication due to sensitive
information.
