Re: Inspection Campaign at Storing, Using or Producing Chemical Substances
Premises (March — April 2026)

Dear Members,

We wish to inform you that the Department of Labour Inspection of the Ministry of Labour and
Social Insurance has announced that during March and April 2026 an inspection campaign will
be carried out at premises where chemical substances are used and/or stored.

Inspections will be conducted at:

e Premises engaged in the production or storage of various chemical products such as
pesticides, fertilizers, varnishes, adhesives, paints, insulating materials, plastic materials, foam
products, cosmetics, soaps, pharmaceuticals, etc.

o Importers/traders/intermediate storage facilities of chemical substances.

* Premises where chemical substances may be used and/or stored.

e Large chemical laboratories.

¢ Premises falling under the Safety and Health at Work (Control of Major Accident Hazards
Involving Dangerous Substances) Regulations (SEVESO installations/establishments).

e Biogas production and use facilities.

e Large workplaces involved in the maintenance, repair and painting of vehicles, machinery
and equipment, as well as furniture paint shops and related workshops where chemical
substances such as paints, varnishes, solvents, adhesives, fuels and lubricants are used and/or
stored.

The objective of the campaign is to strengthen compliance with Safety and Health at Work
legislation, with emphasis on risk management, the implementation of preventive and
protective measures, and the reduction of accidents, occupational diseases and dangerous
incidents related to chemical substances.

Members who may be affected are encouraged to review their procedures and measures in
order to ensure full compliance with the relevant legislative provisions.
